Written With a 
Cop's Logic 

My curiosity was, I must acknowl­
edge, aroused by the title of the book when 
I aw the name "Correlated" in the title. I 
mean what could be correlated that other 
Code haven ' t already done? What makes 
this book any different, or for that matter, 
any better than the Codes we've been buy­
ing for so many years from such trusted 
ource as Carswell, Canada Law Book 

and Butterworths? 
ollowing the reading of the introduc­

tion pages, I did as the author suggested 
and turned to page 138 (shown above) and 
started to see why this book is so good. 

To begin with if you look at the right 
margin you will see some numbers printed 
there. These numbers are underlined and 
refer to the key words which are under­
lined in the text of the offence. The top 
numb r is "2" (which is underlined) and 
r fi r to the first word underlined. This 
directs the reader to go to subsection 2 of 
th same section (177) or nearby to find 
the d finition for that word. Likewise the 
econd number "2" . Now if this number 
'2" wa not underlined it would direct the 
reader to go to ection 2 of the Code rather 
than a nearby sub ection for the definition . 

The third number is "787" and refers 
the reader to that section in the Criminal 

ode to locate the punishment for the 
offence. In this case the section refers to it 
being a ummary Conviction offence. The 
fact this number is underlined tells the 
reader that the section is currently valid 
and up to date. 

When reading through the Introduc-

quite clear to me and it seemed to be 
logical. 

This got me thinking about this 
Milligan guy. Ifhe wrote a Criminal Code 
and set it up in a logical format he has to 
be a cop. I flipped to the back cover and 
there was that face looking out at me. 
Yup! I said. That is a cop's face. Let's see 
what it says. 

" Bruce Milligan , grew up in the 
Belleville, Ontario, area. In 1954 he joined 
the Ontario Provincial Police," (did they 
even have police way back then?). "He 
served in the London area until 1970 
during which time he acquired a Bachelor 
of Arts degree." He then became the Co­
ordinator of the Law and Security pro­
gram at Niagara College of Applied Arts 
and Technology and retired in 1988. 

Okay that did it. This book has got to 
be good so let's dig a little deeper. I decided 
that I could not tell the story better than a 
logically oriented cop so here is what he 
has to say. 

A marginal note says that is a "Type 
'A' Offence ". The classification system 
described in the front of the book tells that 
this is a summary conviction offence. Other 
"Types" of offences are also described 
and those offences that allow an invasion 
of privacy, are enterprise crime offences. 
designated drug offences or serious per­
sonal injury offences are noted, respec­
tively, IP A offence, EC offence, DD of­
fence or SP/ offence. Sections 201 is a 
good example of this feature. Even those 
offenses where permission to prosecute is 
required are noted, for example. section 
318. 

Another unique feature is the Index. It 
is worded in street language in addition to 
the official terminology. For example, the 
terms, "shoplifting", "brass knuckles ", 
"kickback". "rape ", "shell-game", "chain 
letters" are all to be found in the Index, 
terms that would have the introductory 
officer searching for hours. 

It will be noted that there is not one 
hyphen in any law provision in the entire 
book, each complete word is on one line. 
Only once or twice does one have to turn 
a page to continue reading a section. 
Almost always a complete section or a 
topic is shown on a spread, the two facing 
pages when the book is open. 

Mention should also be made of the 
other Statutes which are included as the 
Selected Federal Statues and noted in the 
Table of Contents. These Acts should pro­
vide the general practitioner with a com­
plete set of applicable laws. These Acts 
are easily found through the black tabs 
visible on the page edges. 

All in all, the book is designed to make 
the introduction to criminal law for the 
officer as easy and simple as possible and 
to offer to the practitioner an easy refer­
ence and correlation system that will al­
low himlher to preform his/her functions 
with more efficiency and ease. 

With the positives of this book must 
come a negative. J did not like the size of 
print. But then again I am over 401.

a healthy back more susceptible to injury. 
Of the Minneapolis Police Department's 
900 officers, 350 report injuries each year, 
and almost 100 of those will be back inju­
ries, according to Kathleen Kuha, an exer­
cise physiologist at Rehab Clinics fnc ., 
who works with the MPD. She emphasizes 
that minor back injuries are often more 
harmful than they appear. 

Doug Ramsey, law enforcement of­
ficer and director of education and re­
search for the Metropolitan Toronto Police 
Association, says recurring back inj uries 
take a heavy toll. They result in lost time, 
higher administrative costs, lower produc­
tivity and increased worker's compensa­
tion claims. "Officers suffer from back 
pain all the time and think nothing of it," he 
says. " However, a small problem can esca­
late into a severe problem ifleft untreated." 

Of the entire U.S. populace, eight of 
every 10 people will seek treatment for 
back pain at some point in their lives. It 
ranks near the common cold as a lead ing 
cause of missed work days across all trades 
and professions.

The Painful Truth About Sitting 
The cause of disabling back pain can be 

any number of events, from the residual 
effects of auto accidents to improper lift­
ing techniques . But, the overwhelming 
majority of lower-back injuries are caused 
by repetitive overuse- such as sitting im­
properly for long periods of time- not 
from one time occurrences. 

It is for just this reason that many back 
injuries are also preventable. Sitting with­
out the proper back support puts pressure 
on the discs, the cushiony "shock absorb­
ers" stacked between the vertebrae. Be­
cause the discs are made primarily ofwa­
ter, one ' s own body weight can cause the 
vertebrae to squeeze the water out of the 
discs when seated. When one lies down, 
the water is then taken back in to the disc. 
Ultimate ly the disc suffers wear and tear 
caused by repetitive stress and poor pos­
ture, and an escalating cycle of career­
threatening problems has begun. 

Lt. Deryle O'Dell of the Fort Collins 
(Colorado) Police Department says the de­
partment is waking up to the seriousness of 
back pain and its effect on officers. He says 
more than 10 percent of his force has 
missed time because of back problems in 
the last several years- and notes that the 
number is conservative because many of­
ficers suffer in silence. "They just hide it 
because they want to be out on the street 
not sitting behind a desk," O 'Dell says. 

Departments in the U.S. and Canada 
are beginning to take both corrective and 
preventive measures to curb work-related 
back injuries. Many law enforcement agen­
cies, including Fort Collins, are looking at 
ergonomically and orthopaedically cor­
rect squad car seats, designed specifically 
for law enforcement based on doctors ' 
recommendations, as a primary defence 
against rising worker' s compensation and 
other lost-time costs. Such seats are also 
much fmner and safer than civilian seats, 
resisting seat-back failure in collisions and 
extreme acce leration, and the contours are 
cut away to prevent firearms and other belt 
equipment from pressing into the officer' s 
back. 

Five Steps To A Healthier Back 
"The average car seat doesn ' t give you 

enough lower back support, especially for 
people who already have back problems or 
for those who have to sit in a vehicle for 
long periods oftime," says Dr. Peter Wendt, 
an orthopedic surgeon at St. Luke ' s Hospi­
tal in Milwaukee, Wisconsin. "The ideal 
seat wou ld provide adequate support and 
keep the back vertical." 

To he lp officers reduce the risk of back 
injury, Dr. Wendt recommends that offic­
ers who do not have professional seats but 

who sit for extended periods take these 
precautions: 

1. Get out of your vehicle frequently . 
Officers should get out of their vehicles 
every 15 to 30 minutes, if possible. 

2. Stretch after sitting. " It would be 
ideal if officers could limber up and then 
chase the robbers, but that isn ' t possible or 
realistic," Wendt says. 

"Problems arise when you have to go 
from a static position to one of movement 
in a matter of seconds- when your body is 
not prepared." 

3. Increase lower back support while 
riding in a vehicle. Roll up a bath towel and 
tuck it behind your back. This will gently 
force the back into a slightly arched posi­
tion, reducing the risk of injury. "The arch 
is normal, but it's lost when you sit because 
the pelvis is pushed forward," Wendt says. 

4. Exercise regularly. Simple stretches 
and a brisk 20-minute walk every other 
day will tone and improve the mobility of 
your lower back. 

Wendt suggests several specific exer­
cises for officers to tone and improve the 
mobility of their lower backs: 
D William ' s exercises: Lie on your back 
on the floor. Bring one leg up to the chest, 
bending at the knee. Hold for a count of 
five and release. Alternate legs five to 10 
times each. Then pull up both legs, into a 
tuck position, and release. 
D McKenzie ' s exercises: To strengthen 
the back muscles directly, lie on your stom­
ach and tighten the back muscles. Lift the 
trunk about an inch off the floor. Relax. 
Then raise one leg, then the other, no more 
than four inches from the floor, using the 
lower back muscles. Repeat, working up to 
30-40 repetitions. 
D Pelvic tilts : This exercise supports the 
lower back by tightening the abdominal 
muscles. Lie on your back on the floor. 
Clench/tighten your abdominal muscles. 
When the muscles are not tightened, you 
can feel a space between your lower back 
and the floor. When muscles are clenched, 
this space should disappear. Repeat20 times. 

Doctors recommend treating back pain 
as soon as it is detected, because damage 
will only worsen over time. Kuha empha­
sizes the importance of maintain ing one' s 
body and getting regular exercise. "The 
better shape your body is in to start with, the 
better you will fee l after spending a long 
shift in a vehicle," she says. "You can cure 
a back injury, but it takes permanent main­
tenance and a lifestyle change in some cases."

Firearms Program 
Delayed In Some 
Provinces 

Legislation which came into effect on 
January I, 1994, requires that Canadians 
who apply for a Firearms Acquisition Cer­
tificate (F AC) must successfully complete 
a course or test in the safe handling and use 
of firearms and laws relating to them. The 
Federal Minister of Justice and Attorney 
General of Canada announced the law has 
come into effect only in British Columbia, 
Alberta, Ontario, Quebec, Prince Edward 
Island and the Yukon Territory. 

Atthe request of Manitoba, New Bruns­
wick, Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, Sas­
katchewan and the orthwest Territories, 
the proclamation date for these jurisdic­
tions will be deferred for three months, to 
April I, 1994, to permit more time to 
organize their programs. 

The Canadian Firearms Safety Course 
establishes national standards of flfearms 
safety and competence, and emphasizes 
the legal and social responsibilities regard­
ing flfearms. The curriculum was devel­
oped by the federal Department of Justice 
in partnership with the provinces and terri­
tories, who will deliver the program to 
meet the needs of their communities. 

Course material, also developed 
jointly, include an instructor manual and 
student handbook, standardized written 
and practical tests, a training video and 
other training aids.

Senior Mountie 
Found To Have 
Taken Bribes 

Inspector Claude Savoie, a senior 
Mountie who took his own life with his 
service revolver at the RCMP's Ottawa 
headquarters last year is believed to have 
taken over $200,000 in bribes from a drug 
dealer known as, Allan (the Weasel) Ross, 
the force revealed after an investigation 
that lasted one year. 

Although there had been other inci­
dents prior to the case involving the former 
head of the RCMP drug squad in Montreal, 
this was the flfSt that involved a senior 
officer. Norman Inkster, the RCMP Com­
missioner, stated that an internal investi­
gation brought enough evidence to light 
directing those probing the case to believe 
that Inspector Savoie was revealing police 
intelligence to criminal sources. 

Inspector Savoie's relationship with a 
former drug lord who is currently serving 
a life sentence was a focal point in the 
investigation. 

At the time of his suicide Mr. Savoie 
was under suspicion and was preparing to 
encounter serious questions from investi­
gators. The 5th Estate, a program aired on 
CBC, was preparing to broadcast an ex­
pose on the case involving Ross. 

The internal investigation has lead the 
RCMP to believe that there was no involve­
ment from other officials in the scandal. 
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The Greatest Gift 
by Dick James,

Bedford, Nova Scotia, Police consta­
ble Richard "Richie" Lane gave the great­
est Christmas gift that can be received. 
Early Christmas morning, Cst. Lane gave 
the gift of life. 

At 1 :40 a.m. while on "routine patrol" 
in the town of Bedford, just outside the 
Nova Scotia capital city of Halifax, depart­
ment records indicate Cst. Lane noted a 
lone vehicle proceeding toward him at a 
high rate of speed. 

Lane activated his emergency equip­
ment and swung his vehicle around to 
begin a pursuit. Lane hadn't fully com­
pleted his turn when he noticed the lone 
vehicle increase speed then fail to negoti­
ate a curve, shearing off a hydrant and 
flipping out of control. Cst. Lane observed 
the vehicle travel end over end down an 
embankment. 

Seconds later he was at the scene to fmd 
the vehicle on its roof in a rushing stream. 

Bedford's Deputy Chief Greg Murray 
related Cst. Lane's response at the scene: 

"The vehicle was almost completely 
submerged with the driver trapped under 

water. Cst. Lane entered frigid waters of 
the stream in neck high water and in very 
strong rapids to attempt to rescue the lone 
occupant of the submerged vehicle." 

"Once in the water, Cst. Lane attempted 
to open one of the vehicle's doors but was 
unable to. Knowing the occupant was to­
tally under water, Cst. Lane quickly made 
his way around the disabled vehicle fight­
ing against the cold water currents. Cst. 
Lane then went under water and managed 
to get the driver's door open. The driver 
was strapped in his seat belt under water." 

"Cst. Lane cut the seat belt from around 
the male occupant, freeing him from his 
vehicle and almost certain death. Cst. Lane 
brought the subject to the surface and per­
formed first aid while awaiting a rescue 
unit." 

"The driver of the vehicle, who was 
believed to have been drinking, was taken 
to hospital and released later with minor 
injuries. Cst. Lane was treated for mild 
hypothermia and later in the night returned 
to finish his regular shift.

Canadian'S Speak Out In Safety Poll 
The Canada afety 

ouncil in cooperation 
with National ommu­
nity afety And Crime 

Pr ention Week, conducted an 
nvironic poll of five major ques­

ti ns in two categories. 2,001 re­
p ndents were surveyed, with pro­

p rtional repr sentation from across 
anada. The results of that poll have 

b n made available and the re­
p n e to th poll is very encourag­

ing for both the police and ana­
dian public. 

The first category the partici­
pants were questioned on regarded 
the issues involving community 
afety. This category contained three 
tatements r garding the measures 

that must be taken to help prevent 
ri me wi thin the communi ty. Those 

involved in the poll were required 
t rate their level of agreement or 
di agreement to each statement. 

The participants were first asked 
h w they felt about individuals or 
c mmunity based groups partici­
pating in cooperation with the po­
lice. To thi tatement 74% of those 
p lied agreed strongly that there is 
a necessity to provide assistance to 
th police in crime prevention. The 
minority of the subjects, being 1 % of 
th polled, feltitwasnotnecessary 
t a ist in crime prevention and 
di agreed trongly to lending sup­
p rt to police. orne might be led to 
b lieve th 1 % may in fact represent 
the criminal element itself. 

In response to the need for 
anada to have stricter controls on 

the availability of handguns and 
other weapons, 74% of those polled 
strongly agreed steps had to be taken 
to ensure a tighter rein on weapons. 
12% of those polled agreed some­
what to this statement, while those 
who disagreed strongly or some­
what totalled only 12%. This statis­
tic clearly states Canadians wish to 
eliminate easy availability of and 
access to firearms . 

The idea of a zero tolerance of 
violence against women being 
achieved by the year 2000 was split 
almost evenly in every section. 25% 
of the participants strongly agreed 
this goal could be reached, while 
20% strongly disagreed. Those sit­
ting on the fence were also split 
rather evenly with 26% agreeing 
somewhat and 25% somewhat disa­
greeing. This portion of the poll 
tells us there is much uncertainty 
regarding the individual safety of 
females across the country. 

The second category in the poll 
involved the issue of repeat offend­
ers. Two questions to be rated made 
up this portion of the poll. In this 
category subjects were asked to rate 
the effectiveness of issues involv­
ing the sentencing and rehabilita­
tion of offenders. 

The participants were first asked 
to rate the effectiveness of impos­
ing tougher sentences on repeat of­
fenders. Those who thought this 
idea to be very effective totalled 
54%, while only 5% thought stricter 
penalties would not be effective at 
all. 

The other issue raised in this 
category involved the idea that im­
plementing more effective programs 
to change attitudes and behaviour 
of offenders would be helpful. In 
regards to this 42% of the subjects 
thought this idea would be very 
effective. 36% of the participants 
thought this would be somewhat 
effective, while 6% of those sur­
veyed found the idea would result 
in no added effect. 

What all this tells us is the major­
ity of the public is very aware of 
their environment and what hap­
pens within their own community 
as well as in communities across 
Canada. The response to the poll is 
one which clearly states the way 
changes in our laws must happen 
and how the consequences of break­
ing those laws must be implemented. 

With the number of citizens con­
cerned with personal safety and 
weapons control, it is difficult to 
ignore the fact that problems in these 
areas exist and they will not go 
away on their own. Thankfully, the 
Canadian public has taken the first 
step and has admitted to the prob­
lem. 

The public's eagerness to help 
police in dealing with the problems 
we face is a sign that times are 
changing. We must change with 
time to ensure the police and public 
remain safe in their communities 
wherever they may be.

the Canadian Police Association and other 
organizations gathered in December at a 
joint press conference to raise objections 
to the integration proposal. 

Criminals are crossing the border with 
"reckless abandon" while Canada Customs 
concentrates on collecting taxes from cross­
border shoppers, says Neal Jessop, presi­
dent of the Canadian Police Association. 

The Staff Sergeant with the City of 
Windsor Police Service accused Revenue 
Canada of turning customs officers into 
"Grocery Police" who are more concerned 
with collecting revenue for Ottawa than 
nailing criminals and illegal immigrants. 

"I have watched in 
anger as murder­
ers, rapists, bank 
robbers, gun run­
ners, crack cocaine 
and heroin dealers 
have traversed our 
border with the 
United States with 
reckless aban-

Neal Jessop don," Jessop wrote 
"Grocery Police" 

to Mansel Legacy, 
national president ofthe Customs and Ex­
cise Union. 

This is happening "simply because our 
successive federal governments will not 
pro'.'ide the human resources and the tools 
necessary to the customs service to inter­
dict these groups and types of individuals," 
says the letter, dated December 2nd. 

Jessop told Legacy to feel free to make 
the letter public as the union fights federal 
government plans to integrate Revenue 
Canada's taxation and Customs branch. 

The move isn't surprising, the letter 
says, because "it is obvious that tax collec­
tion is the paramount consideration" at 
Canada Customs. 

Customs officers in Windsor are short­
staffed, they operate out of outmoded fa­
cilities and they lack a suitable place for 
secondary inspection of vehicles, Jessop 
said in an interview. 

"The facility is just ridiculous and to­
tally inadequate and it's going to be even 
more so when we get casino gambling," 
Jessop said. "They might as well just open 
the gates and forget about it." 

Jessop noted that customs in Windsor has 
a computer system for assessing taxes on U.S. 
goods but it isn't hooked into the national 
CPIC system which lists crime suspects. 

"If we were serious about interdiction 
of criminals atthe border, we'd have armed 

border guards like they do in the United 
States of America," Jessop said. 

Police departments and customs offic­
ers share "that thin blue line which at­
tempts to protect us from those who would 
enter Canada and destroy the fabric of 
Canadian society," Jessop added. "We need 
more criminal law enforcement at border 
points not less." 

The Customs Excise Union, joined by 

The move is part of a larger consolida­
tion plan that could cut the number of 
regional taxation, GST and customs of­
fices. It is feared that the integration could 
lead Windsor's regional customs office to 
be downgraded to a district officer with the 
possible loss of as many as 100 jobs. 

The union maintains that the integra­
tion could contribute to an increase in 
smuggled drugs, illegal weapons, pornog­
raphy and other contraband.

Officer's Duty To Instruct And 
Inform Upon Arrest 

ection 10(b) Charter does not specifi­
cally address the issues 0/ i) whether an 
accll ed person is allowed privacy when 
exerci ing the right to counsel, or ii) 
wh ther the police must inform the ac­
Cll ed that the right to privacy exists and 
will be given. 

Regarding the fLrst issue, the Ontario 
ourt of Appeal, in R. v. McKane ( 1988), 

ruled that: 
the right to counsel includes the right to 

privacy 
the accused does not have to request 

privacy, it is automatically guaranteed to 
the accused. 

Regarding the second issue, the Ontario 
ourtof Appeal ruled on October 25, 1993, 

in R. v. Jackson, that the police have an 
obligation to inform accused persons of the 
rightto privacy, under certain circumstances. 

The police, in this case, arrested the 
accused for impaired driving, informed 
him of his right to counsel and legal aid. 
The accused chose not to invoke his right 
to counsel, by replying, " I guess I say no." 

The officer made a Blood Alcohol Test 
(BA T) demand and transported the ac­
cused to the police station. After arrival, 
the accused was seated in an interview 
room, waiting for the Breathalyzer test. 
During this interval, the accused was given 
two opportunities to call a lawyer and the 
accused declined both chances. The ac­
cused supplied breath samples and the 
Breathalyzer test results indicated a BAC 
of over 80mgs. 

At the trial, the accused testified that he 
had no knowledge that he was entitled to 
privacy when exercising the right to coun­
sel and that the police failed to inform him 
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of the right to privacy. Additionally, the 
accused testified that he probably would 
have called his lawyer if he had not been 
nervous because of the presence of two 
police officers - one in the room and an­
other outside the door. 

The trial judge ruled that the officer's 
failure to inform the accused about the 
right to privacy constituted a section I O(b) 
Charter violation . The BAT test results 
were excluded under section 24(2) Charter 
and the accused was acquitted. Upon ap­
peal by the Crown, the Ontario Court of 
Appeal ruled the following: 
Iki" the officer ' s failure to inform the ac­
cused of the right to privacy constituted a 
section IO(b) Charter violation. 
Iki" police officers have a duty to inform 
accused person's that the right to privacy 
exists and will be given, if the following 
conditions exist: (i) the accused reason­
ably believes that he did not have the right 
to privacy, or would not be allowed pri­
vacy, due to the circumstances surround­
ing the giving of the information, AND (ii) 
the police knew, or ought to have known, 
that the accused was not aware of the right 
to privacy. 

however, the BAT test results were not 
excluded because: (i) reasonable grounds 
existed to make the BAT demand, (ii) the 
police officers acted in good faith , (iii) the 
evidence was reliable, (iv) the offence was 
serious. 

The acquittal was reversed and a new 
trial was ordered. 

[n summary, this case apparently places 
an onus on the Crown to prove that accused 
persons have knowledge that the right to 
privacy exists and that privacy will be 
given when the accused retains and in­
structs counsel. The practice of informing 
accused persons of the right to privacy may 
prevent section I O(b) Charter violations. 
The failure to inform an accused person of 
this right will not automatically constitute 
a sec. I O(b) Charter violation but officers 
should remember the phrase "ought to 
have known" that the accused had no knowl­
edge of the right to privacy if the circum­
stances indicate that the accused had a rea­
sonable belief that the right to privacy does 
notexistorwill not be given, a failure by the 
police to have informed the accused may 
not be justified simply by the officer' s t~s­

tirnony that he/she thought that the accused 
was aware of the right to privacy. 
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Blood Samples Seized Without Search Warrant 
Excluded by Supreme Court of Canada 

The Supreme Court of Canada, in R. v. 
Dersch (Oct. 21, 1993), ruled that blood 
samples seized are not admissible, if the 
samples were taken by a physician for 
medical purposes, without the accused 
person's consent, and if the results of the 
test results were given to police without a 
warrant or the accused person's consent. 

The circumstances of the Dersch rul­
ing are as follows: 

The accused person was involved in a 
head-on collision at 7:30 a.m. , with an­
other vehicle. One person was killed and 
three persons, including the accused, were 
injured. A police officer at the scene de­
tected a smell of alcohol from the accused 
and noticed that the accused' s eyes were 
bloodshot and glassy. The accused lapsed 
in and out of consciousness and was trans­
ported to a hospital. 

At 8:40 a.m .. , a physician attempted to 
insert an intravenous line into the accused ' s 
arm. The accused strongly objected and 
refused to have a blood sample taken under 
any circumstances. Afterward, the accused 
became unconscious. The physician re­
quested the assistance of a surgeon, who 
took a blood sample from the accused for 
medical purposes shortly after 9:00 arm., 
while the accused remained unconscious. 

One vial was used for a blood alcohol 
test to determine whether the accused ' s 
symptoms were attributable to intoxica­
tion or a head injury. Additionally, the 
accused' s blood alcohol concentration was 
a factor regarding medication. The ac­
cused regained consciousness and was 
asked by a police officer at 9:25 a.m . to 
provide a blood sample. The accused re­
fused . About twenty minutes later, the ac­
cused gave the physician consent to take a 
second blood sample, after the physician 
told the accused that the police had left the 
hospital and the sample would be used 
only for medical purposes. 

The police submitted a written request 
to the physician for a medical report. The 
physician prepared the report, which in­
cluded the blood alcohol test results from 
the first sample and the physician's opin­
ion that the accused was intoxicated at the 
time he was treated in the emergency ward. 
The report was given to the police, without 
the accused ' s consent. 

A Criminal Code search warrant was 

later issued to the police for the test blood 
sample. At the trial, the doctors testified 
that they were unaware that they could not 
give the police blood test results of sam­
ples taken without the accused ' s consent. 

The first sample and the test results 
were ruled admissible, after a void dire at 
the trial. Based on expert witness testi­
mony, the accused's blood alcohol con­
centration at the time of the accident was 
determined to have been between 178 and 
193 mgs. The accused was subsequently 
convicted of criminal negligence causing 
death and bodily harm, and of care or 
control offences. 

The accused' s appeal to the British 
Columbia Court of Appeal was dismissed. 
On appeal to the Supreme CourtofCanada, 
the care or control charges were dismissed 
and a new trial was ordered in relation to 
the criminal negligence charges. 

The blood sample and test results were 
excluded for the following reasons: 
Il'ii' the taking ofthe first blood sample was 
improper. The accused gave clear and un-

mistakable instructions that samples were 
not to be taken. 
Il'ii' giving specific medical information to 
the police, without the accused's consent, 
violated the doctor' s common law duty of 
confidentiality to he accused. 
Il'ii' the obtaining of the specific medical 
records by the police was a search or sei­
zure. No statute or common law authority 
existed to obtain th is information without 
a warrant. No urgency existed that pre­
sented a danger of the evidence being 
destroyed. Ample time was available to 
obtain a search warrant. Therefore, the 
obtaining of the information from the doc­
tor, without a warrant, was unreasonable, 
constituting a section 8 Charter violation. 
Il'ii' the severity of the section 8 Charter 
violation was sufficient to cause exclusion 
of the blood sample and the test results, 
under sec. 24(2) Charter.

A Discussion Of Computers In Policing A nd Crime 

From humble beginnings in the 50's, 
computers have slowly but surely begun 
their relentless march from the research 
labs to our homes and business. Not until 
the advent ofintegrated circuits and "com­
puter chips" did they really get going. 
Although not the first, the IBM "Personal 
Computer" in the early 80's was the one 
that started the current revolution. 

The business community was the frrst 
to embrace this new "tool", to give them 
the competitive edge by reducing their 
massive labour costs and providing speed 
and accuracy in all facets of their opera­
tions. 

Like the business community, the po­
lice community must also use computers 
and related technology to their fullest pos­
sible potential. CPIC, Mobile Data Termi­
nals, AFI , and other such indispensable 
computer systems are already familiar to 

all of us, although many 
of us have failed to fully 
avail ourselves of their pos­
sibilities. 

For the same reasons 
the business community ~!\'~M!.rtYlt:~j~ 

has embraced computer 
technology, so too would we. 
Especially during these days of 
budgetary restraint, the effective use of 
computers will allow us to provide more 
bang for the buck, while providing supe­
rior service to our customers. 

The competition is of course also heav­
ily into tapping the potential of computer 
technology. Take a look at "white-collar" 
crime statistics, paying particular attention 
to how many of them involve computers. 
Automated teller Machine (A TM) frauds 
are all the rage - forged credit cards 
complete with valid magnetic strip encod-

ing imported by Hong Kong based gangs 
surfaced last year all across Canada sting­
ing banks and merchants for millions, wh ile 
computerised marketing scams are on the 
rise, and even the thefts of computers them­
selves are ... well .. . read on. 

Portable = Stealable! 
The explosion of the portable compu­

ter market has triggered an unparalleled 
increase in the number of thefts involving 
expensive computer technology, In the 
U.S., the New York City based "Stolen 
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Computer Registry" was started last year 
just to try to cope with the epidemic of 
thefts involving mainly portable comput­
ers. Their bulletin board service (BBS) 
(212-505-7526) is the front end of a 
clearinghouse of stolen computer serial 
numbers and information. 

Estimates place the value of losses of 
computer equipment in excess of 
US$l OBillion (yes, with a B) across North 
America in 1992 alone. This figure does 
not include losses due to damage or theft of 
information from computers that weren't 
stolen. 

Hack-Hock-Hack 
Computer hackers, many just obsessed 

by the challenge, are reeking havoc on 
computerised telecommunications systems 
worldwide, making long distance calls prac­
tically at will, courtesy of other people' s 
phones. They also hack their way into 
every kind of computerised data bank, 
helping themselves to confidential corpo­
rate and personal information, or just do­
ing mischief that costs millions in lost 
information and productivity. 

Software Theft 
Almost all software can be copied and 

installed on an almost infmite number of 
other computers. It is also costing software 
publishers billions. 

CAAST (416-598-8988), the Canadian 
Software industry alliance formed to tackle 
this massive problem, has recently 
launched an all out assault to put a stop to 
the problem, (see "Software Pirates " -
Blue Line, December, 1992). 

Electronic Images 
The rapid move towards electronic 

processing of information is also a new 
problem. The traditional methods of in­
vestigating fraud and theft are rapidly dis­
appearing along with the paper trail used to 
investigate and prosecute them. 

Many courier services like UPS al­
ready use electronic clipboards that cap­
ture signatures, while some gas stations 
now offer completely automated credit 
card based pumps - no paper, no wit­
nesses, no case! 

Bar-codes are also everywhere, being 
used to trace the movement of merchan­
dise, in many cases without human con­
tact, again eliminating the traditional (sigh 
here folks) paper trail we have relied on to 
make our cases. 

Members of(CIMS), the Canadian In­
formation and Image Management Soci­
ety (905-842-6067) have been working 

some time on revisions to the standards 
which govern the acceptability, security, 
legality, and audit measures for the use of 
electronic document images as evidence in 
court. These include microfilm, optical 
disks, CD-ROM, andothernew and emerg­
ing computerised imaging technologies. 

Budget Saver 
The Peel Regional Police Force west of 

Metro Toronto recently embarked on a 
pilot project with Teleglobe Insurance 
Systems (416-429-0440). Using a docu­
ment imaging system that scans officer's 
accident reports, they are working towards 
major savings for a police activity that 
accounts for a significant portion of any 
police budget. 

After being scarmed into the system 
and indexed for later retrieval, the accident 
reports are available for almost instant 
retrieval. This saves a fortune in labour 
and filing costs for everyone and increases 
efficiency, accuracy, and the speedy han­
dling of investigations and claims. 

Spend First and Save Later 
Mind you, the use of computers in all 

areas of police business, can also be an 
expensive proposition to get into and keep 
going. 

Although prices for hardware have 
dropped through the floor, a complete busi­
ness system (computers, software, train­
ing, networks, security, support, develop­
ment, etc. etc.) will still set you back a fair 
bit. Gains in productivity and efficiency 
may not even be realised during the first 
year or two, although in the long-run a 
completely integrated and well developed 
and maintained system will amount to im­
pressive advantages and savings. 

An example of this is the METROPO­
LIS Plan being implemented by the Metro 
Toronto Police Force. The multi-year plan 
being spearheaded by Roger Mahabir, the 
Director of the Computing and Telecom­
munications Unit (416-324-6070), is de­
signed to modernize the Force's computer 
systems and integrate them into one large 
Force wide system. 

As part of the plan, Microsoft Canada 
Inc. (905-568-0434) signed the frrst of a 
series of contracts with the Force in late 
1993. Under the contract, Microsoft has 
become the exclusive supplier of software 
for personal computers, supplying copies of 
the Microsoft Office Pack for all personal 
computers.

A completely integrated computerised 

system would cut this 3-4 hours by more 
than 50% and making it virtually 100% 
accurate, with every "i": and "t" taken care 
of automatically. Repetitive tasks like 
entering the defendant's name, the date, 
the officer's name etc. etc. on half a dozen 
pieces of paper for the same case could be 
eliminated by such a system, ensuring ac­
curacy, quality control and efficiency. The 
long term savings cannot be ignored, espe­
cially if you were to apply it to all your 
other activities. 

For example, at an all inclusive cost of 
$40 per hour, an officer spending just two 
hours on one impaired case as opposed to 
four hours, would produce a net saving of

"Friendly" Is Key Word For 
Emergency Light Control Box

How many times have you returned to 
your police cruiser from am inus 20 degree 
traffic point to find the battery completely 
flat? Well even once is too often as far as 
a Markham, Ontario, based company is 
concerned. Their method of getting around 
such problems with their new "Cycon" 
remote control package is worth the price 
of admission alone. 

While showing me how this dash 
mounted control panel works Jim Jackson, 
ofDactar ystems Limited, breezily passed 
by a little option that permits the officer to 
leave the ignition turned on and leave the 
car. 

"Hold on here! Let's back up a bit 

now," I said in shock. 
"You mean to tell me 
that I can leave the 
engine running and 
the vehicle insecure 
and there is no chance 
of someone stealing 
the car!" 

"Now let's not get 
carried away here," 
Jim interrupted , 
"You've been a cop 
long enough to know 
that nothing is theft 
proof. But this little 
adaptation will prob­
ably mean that if any­

one tries to make off with the cruiser he 
will probably be surprised when the engine 
shuts down after touching the brake or the 
gear shift. It can only be started up again 
with YOUR key that is in YOUR pocket. 
It's not to say it is theft proof but on a day 
when you need the engine running to keep 
the power going to the rooflights and radio 
it is an option that can be quite useful. So 
let's just call it theft resistant." 

This was just one of the many options 
this dash mounted control panel can do . 
Jim pointed out that the panel is very popu­
lar since they first introduced it late last 
year. 

One ofCycon's primary benefits is that 
it complies with the new standards for 
vehicle air bag deployment that has seen 

many remote control panels declared inad­
equate and unsafe 

A lot ofthe research put into the Cycon 
panel's design and production has come 
from Jim's first hand dealing with police 
agencies in and around southern Ontario. 
This learning process has been developed 
after many starts and stops with the mate­
rials used in such control panels. 

Jim pointed out the problem with some 
panels is the small micro sensitive touch 
switches found on many plastic mylor 
coated control panels. Although they look 
cute they were designed for the car stereo 
or CD player. "We spent a lot of time 
replacing these tiny switches in other prod­
ucts," Jim stated. "Com pan ies that use such 
items make a very visually pleasing panel 
but they haven't considered what happens 
when police officers get the adrenaline 
kicking-in on some emergency calls. We 
also recognize most officers wou ld appre­
ciate having a heavier switch and one that 
fits the fmger." 

Jim took the time to show me bins full 
of tiny micro switches snapped and muti­
lated by too many heavy fmgers. "You can 
imagine," Jim added, " officers out their 
trying to do their job and finding the whole 
police car is put down, for who knows how 
long, for the sake of one of these silly 
switches." 

This is just one factor that impressed 
me with Jim's ability to use a little common 
sense to solve little problems before they 
become big problems. 

The new Cycon Remote Head Panel is 
designed to Jim's standards and takes con­
trol of all the emergency equipment in the 
police vehicle with the exception of the 
MDT and radio. While most of the buttons 
control the "Rabbit Gear" (emergency

ment package. 

Dactar is available for installation of 
this package in police cars if brought to 
their shop but they indicate the unit can be 
retrofitted by others. Jim states that any 
local mechanic would find the instructions 
easy to follow and would probably also 
appreciate the ease of installation.
